This month marks the 20th anniversary of the
discovery of the gene responsible for cystic fils®s

Drs. Lap-Chee Tsui and Jack Riordan from The
Hospital for Sick Children, and Dr. Francis Collins
from the University of Michigan, led the team that
made the discovery, which was a landmark in 20th
century medical science.

The gene discovery has led to the development of
tools for carrier testing and newborn screeningfby
and has allowed researchers to gain a greater
understanding of the basic defect of cystic fitsosi

The actual techniques used to discover the gene wel

also an important development, helping scientists
locate the genes for thousands of other diseases,
including Huntington’s Disease and various
genetically influenced forms of cancer.

The researchers involved in the discovery were

recognized at the European CF Conference this past

June, and gave special presentations on the gene

discovery and the progress made in CF research sin
